Introductions/Remarks

Clerk Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited everyone to introduce themselves due to some new faces. She noted that there has been no substantial committee activity since the last meeting of the Outreach Committee.  The Outreach Report was presented to the Executive Steering Committee meeting of March 8th.  She indicated that Nicole Sims will be staffing the IIJIS Outreach Committee from this point forward.  

Review and Approval of Minutes of February 24, 2004

Minutes of the February 24th IIJIS Outreach Committee meeting were reviewed.   Two changes were made: (1) to include Bryant Payne’s name to the list of attendees of the 2/24 meeting; and  (2) change of spelling to name on page three-Baumer to Boehmer. With those changes, Clerk McGuire moved and David Clark seconded the approval of the minutes.  The minutes were so approved.

Update from IIJIS Executive Steering Committee Meeting of March 8th 

Clerk Brown noted that the IIJIS Executive Steering Committee decided that all of the materials from the Outreach Committee be presented to the Planning & Policy, Technical, and Funding Committees for input and approval. The Executive Steering Committee members gave input into the current version of the e-newsletter which is now posted on the IIJIS website.  Mark Myrent suggested that the materials be emailed to the entire IIJIS Implementation Board, to save time and effort in marketing it to the three committees.  

Discussion/Review of the Annual Report to the Governor & General Assembly

Mark Myrent gave the update of the Annual Report. He started by thanking Robert Lombardo and Wil Nagel of the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority for pulling the report together. 

Mark proceeded with a review of the various sections of the Annual Report. He specifically highlighted that the ICJIA was closely monitoring integrated justice activities around the state. IIJIS is looking to provide seed money or technical assistance for local efforts.  Cited as an example was the Rolling Meadows Police Department, which has implemented an automated traffic ticket system. Mark also noted that the ICJIA is trying to encourage the use of the Global Justice XML Standard thru the development of reference documents.

Clerk Brown suggested that the ICJIA be the clearinghouse for all integrated justice projects and that a mechanism be created to share information about integrated justice initiatives statewide. Mark noted that this is an initiative that the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority is currently pursuing as a part of an aggressive outreach to the counties.

Also mentioned during this session was the IACO meeting which will be held in Joliet, Illinois, September 14-16th. ICJIA will be participating in the meeting and the recommendation was made to include representatives from counties who are currently working on integrated justice initiatives and showcase them at the meeting. Clerk McGuire noted that vendors from the SEARCH conference have been invited to set up booths at the September meeting. 

Clerk Brown proposed an Integrated Justice Conference for the State of Illinois and recommended that the IIJIS Implementation Board head up this effort. As a possible location, Clerk Brown suggested that Springfield would be an excellent location for the conference, during the legislative session or during the IACO Conference in spring of 2005.

Update from SEARCH Conference 

Clerk Brown reported that she learned at the SEARCH conference (held in March, 2004) that Maricopa County utilized a referendum process through a citizens task force to get a tax approved to raise money for countywide integrated justice efforts.  Clerk McGuire reported that Winnebago has a public safety tax for similar efforts.  Mark Myrent commented on the XML and homeland security trends reviewed at the SEARCH conference.  Most of the homeland security money has been going to first responders and not integrated justice efforts at the local level.  Mark and the IIJIS team also reviewed technical solutions and products that might be useful for Illinois.

Update from IIJIS Committees

IIJIS Technical Committee

Nothing to report at this time. The next meeting of the Technical Committee will occur within the month of May.

IIJIS Planning & Policy Committee

Nothing to report at this time. 

IIJIS Funding Committee

The inaugural meeting of the Funding Committee was held April 13, 2004. At this meeting, committee members talked about current integrated justice initiative and the resources available for the initiatives. Laura Egger from ICJIA talked about the available matching grants that will expire Q3 of this year. In scoping out a role, the Funding Committee will act as the advisor in suggesting possible funding sources for integrated justice activities.   David Clark reported that a meeting with legislative leadership indicated that the Illinois delegation would assist in tracking applications for homeland security dollars for integrated justice.  Funding for IIJIS itself was discussed.  The amount of NGA money available will be discussed at the May 17th meeting of the Funding Committee.

IIJIS Outreach Committee

Subcommittee Reports/ Next Meetings

· Presentations Subcommittee

The committee received a schedule of upcoming meetings of different stakeholders, which was created in an effort to target ‘champions’ for the IIJIS effort. Mark Myrent expressed concern of the role of the ‘champion’. The committee agreed that the role of 
the champion at this point is to promote county-level integration. 

The next presentations will be made at the upcoming IACC/IACO conference and the JANO users conference.  David Clark will be presenting to the State’s Attorneys in June.  

No next meeting date was mentioned.

· Educational Materials Subcommittee
The PowerPoint presentation, champion card and letter, and the newsletter were updated with the current IIJIS logo and posted on the IIJIS website for viewing.  The committee reached consensus that the e-newsletter could be distributed as is on the website currently.  Mark Myrent will review one last time before distribution via e-mail.

· Media Strategy Subcommittee

The Outreach Committee received a draft of the proposed budget for media strategy. This document will be reviewed and discussed at the next Outreach Committee meeting.  There was brief discussion of ICJIA staffing the marketing activities.

· Legislation Subcommittee
The Outreach Committee discussed the proposed legislation.  Comment was made that this is timely and the legislature could just receive and file the proposed legislation and this would serve as one method to keep in contact with the legislature.  The proposed legislation needs to be edited before it goes to the full board.  A draft was included in the materials for the March 8th IIJIS Executive Steering Committee meeting but not discussed.

Clerk McGuire recommended a draft resolution that could be passed by justice associations supporting IIJIS efforts.  Al Levin will prepare this draft.

Clerk Brown reviewed the 12-Month Action Plan with the committee and marked off which items were completed.
