Program requirements
Program requirements include:
 
· Convene, expand or join an existing community coalition to engage service providers, governmental agencies (local and/or statewide agencies), law enforcement, faith-based, and general community members. The purpose of the coalition is to ensure that service providers and all potential participants are aware of violence prevention resources available in community; develop collaborative partnerships to ensure that clients’ immediate needs are met; and provide pro-social activities for the community.
· The coalition should organize at least one community event during the grant period.
· Educate public about program services through wide distribution and various types of program materials, public presentations and awareness events.
· Implementation of Street Intervention/Interruption-Active Outreach and Engagement – Programs target at-risk youth and young adults to provide crisis intervention and de-escalation of high stress situations. 

Evidence-Based Programs or Practices The applicant is strongly urged to incorporate research-based best practices into the program design, when appropriate. Applicant should identify the evidence-based practice being proposed for implementation, identify and discuss the evidence that shows that the practice is effective, discuss the population(s) for which this practice has been shown to be effective, and show that it is appropriate for the proposed target population.

Eligibility Information
The applicant must be pre-qualified through the Grant Accountability and Transparency Act (GATA) Grantee Portal, https://grants.illinois.gov/portal/, to become eligible to apply for an award.  Applicant must have completed the GATA pre-qualification process and received approval of their Internal Control Questionnaire (ICQ) by the period of performance start date of September 1, 2019 to be considered for funding.

This solicitation is open only to not-for-profit organizations that currently utilize State of Illinois violence prevention funds to do all of the following:
1. Set program requirements;
2. Monitor the compliance of sub-recipients; and 
3. Implement the coordination of a multi-pronged evidence-based street intervention program. 
Each sub-recipient that is included in the eligible applicant’s application must currently be implementing all of the following coordinated services:
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]outreach services that utilize staff, at least one of whom has received, or is currently receiving, training through a curriculum designed to develop outreach and leadership skills; 
b. conflict intervention and mediation; and 
c. support services, including, at a minimum, employment, continued education, social service, mental health/substance abuse supports.
