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4. Community-Law Enforcement and Other First Responder Partnership for
Deflection and Substance Use Disorder Treatment

Notice of Funding Opportunity

Ms. Murphy said that staff requests permission to issue a notice of funding opportunity
(NOFO) for the Community-Law Enforcement and Other First Responder Partnership for
Deflection and Substance Use Disorder Treatment Act (CLEP), formerly known as the
Community Law Enforcement Partnership for Deflection and Substance Use Disorder
Treatment Act. She said the NOFO will support law enforcement and other first
responders in developing and implementing collaborative deflection programs that offer
an immediate pathway to substance use treatment and other services as an alternative to
traditional case processing and involvement in the criminal justice system.

Ms. Murphy explained the NOFO would center on revised legislation that had been sent
to the Governor for signature. She said revisions in the legislation include allowing co-
responders, such as emergency medical technicians and fire departments, to apply for
funding; using funds for training on deflection, medication assistance treatment, and
crimogenics; and prioritizing funds for communities that have been impacted by the war
on drugs, have police/community relation issues, and have a disproportionate lack of
access to mental health and drug treatment.

Ms. Murphy said the new legislation was sent to the Governor’s Office for signature on
February 4. She said staff would initiate NOFO implementation once the bill was signed.

Ms. Adams said staff anticipated the funds would be available in state fiscal year 2022.
She explained staff was requesting NOFO approval so that they could initiate preliminary
administrative work needed to immediately administer the funds.

Motion: Ms. Wolff moved to approve the recommended SFY22 CLEP NOFO. Mr.
Rowe seconded the motion.

6. Prescription Pill and Drug Disposal Fund

Ms. Murphy said that the Prescription Pill and Drug Disposal Fund (PPDD) provides
grants to local law enforcement agencies for the purpose of collecting, transporting, and
incinerating unwanted pharmaceuticals from residential sources. She said ICJIA received
a PPDD appropriation of $150,000 in SFY21 and that the Budget Committee approved
the release of a competitive NOFO for the funds in November 2020. She said staff had
since learned the COVID-19 pandemic negatively impacted traditional collection of the
unwanted items. She said in working with subject matter experts, a pilot program was
developed that would allow for a safe collection process while serving a large geographic
population. She said staff recommended that the Budget Committee designate $150,000
to Livingston County on behalf of the Livingston County Sheriff’s Department for the
Mobile Prescription Pill Drug Disposal Program.

Pontiac Township High School representatives described the history and merits of the
pilot program.

This memo describes a recommended SFY21 Community-Based Violence Intervention and
Prevention (CBVIP) designation revision.

At the January 27, 2021, meeting, the Budget Committee approved designation reductions for
three CBVIP programs that anticipated lapsing SFY21 funds, including Universal Family
Connections. These lapsing funds were then designated to Helping Our People Excel
Community Development Corporation (HOPE), an organization that was incorrectly named in
the SFY21 State of Illinois budget.

Since then, Universal Family Connections has advised ICJIA that they do not anticipate lapsing
funds as schools are now back in session and social distancing requirements have been relaxed. It
IS now anticipated that the organization’s program subcontractors will be able to spend all of
their funds. At the same time, HOPE has also advised us that, due to the lack of time left in this
fiscal year, they do not wish to pursue funding for the current fiscal year.

Therefore, staff recommends returning $100,000 to Universal Family Connections, thereby
restoring their program to its original SFY21 designation amount of $682,379. Staff also
recommends rescinding HOPE’s designation.

States that are not in substantial compliance with the Sex Offender Registration and Notification Act (SORNA)
are denied a portion of their federal Justice Assistance Grant awards each year. The denied funds are distributed
through the SORNA program. SORNA funds only may be used to maintain or enhance state compliance with
SORNA requirements.

Program Activities

e Funds will be used to purchase a new record management system for the Illinois State Police. This
system will have the capability to perform community email notification, which is a requirement of
SORNA and a feature that is not available with Illinois’” current system. Online offender information
displays used by the general public will be enhanced to provide data required by SORNA, such as
allowing searches by first or last names. The mapping feature on the website also will be enhanced for
the public, showing 500-foot buffer zones and daycares. The new record management system also will
house all documents contained in a registrant’s file. This will allow the state to more quickly provide to
other jurisdictions, as required by SORNA.

e Funding also will be used to provide project management. A project manager will be responsible for
overseeing system implementation.

Implementing a community notification system is a SORNA priority. To achieve this goal, the need exists to

NEW NOTICE OF FUNDING OPPORTUNITY

In October 2019, the Illinois Family Violence Coordinating Council (IFVCC), through
ICJIA, was awarded a federal Improving Criminal Justice Responses to Domestic
Violence, Dating Violence, Sexual Assault, and Stalking (ICJR) Grant from the U.S.
Department of Justice Office on Violence Against Women. IFVCC’s ICJR grant program
is designed to improve the criminal justice system response to domestic violence in
communities across lllinois by promoting policy and procedural change, coordinated
community response, and cross-training to encourage victim safety and offender
accountability.

The Grant Accountability and Transparency Act requires grant initiation through a
competitive process unless adequate justification is presented for sole source funding in a
particular case. To comply with this requirement, ICJIA will issue a notice of funding
opportunity (NOFO) in the fourth quarter of SFY21 to solicit applications for
Coordination, Response, Education, Systems change, and Training Illinois (CREST IL)
Pilot Program grants. The notice will detail funding requirements and activities as
summarized below.

CREST IL Background

The IFVCC Integrated Protocol Initiative goal is to improve the criminal justice system
response to domestic violence in communities across Illinois by promoting policy and
procedural change, coordinated community response, and cross-training to encourage
victim safety and offender accountability. Funding through the Improving Criminal
Justice Responses to Domestic Violence, Dating Violence, Sexual Assault, and Stalking
Grant Program is utilized to address development and implementation of training
programs for prosecutors and other prosecution personnel on best practices to ensure
offender accountability, victim safety, and victim consultation in cases involving

domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking. IFVCC has named this
project CREST IL.

The CREST IL Project Advisory Committee is developing a CREST IL Facilitator’s
Toolkit that includes curriculum, training materials, and resources for criminal justice and
family violence professionals across the state to train local professionals on the model
domestic violence protocols and protocols for responding to victims with disabilities and
older adults who experience sexual assault, domestic violence, abuse, neglect or
exploitation.

It is anticipated three or four pilot sites will be selected based on demonstrated need,
geographic location, and population. These sites will receive funding to develop an
expanded effort of the work of their local councils, including, but not limited to, project
coordinator time for frequent planning and policy meetings; developing a multi-
disciplinary training team; providing intensive training to criminal justice professionals
including law enforcement, prosecutors, and other stakeholders; and evaluating
implementation of the modules and trainings using local data. Pilot sites also will provide
technical assistance to local FVCCs across the state and develop webinars and podcasts
to enrich the CREST IL Facilitator’s Toolkit Project.

Staff is requesting a designation of $312,000 in FFY19 ICJR funds to support a NOFO
for CREST IL Pilot Programs. These funds must be expended by September 30, 2022.

Crime Strategy Analysis and Evaluation Program

In keeping with the JAG Strategic Plan and JAG Implementation Plan, ICJIA issued a
notice of funding opportunity (NOFO) for the Crime Strategy Analysis and Evaluation
Program. The Crime Strategy Analysis and Evaluation Program aligns with the one of the
goals of the JAG 2019-2024 Strategic Plan. Per the Plan, the goal is to support the Illinois
Statistical Analysis Center (SAC), operating within ICJIA, in criminal justice planning,
data analysis, evaluation, and identification of evidence-based and informed practices for
the State of Illinois. The SAC applied for the NOFO and qualified pursuant to the
conclusion of a merit-based review. With funding support from the Crime Strategy
Analysis and Evaluation Program, the SAC will continue to function as the hub for
objective analysis of criminal justice data, research, and evaluation to inform statewide
policy and practice.

The Crime Strategy Analysis and Evaluation Program supports a team of ICJIA researchers in three centers that
identify priority criminal justice issues for the state, conduct research and analysis on these areas, and
disseminate this information to guide decision-making statewide and within ICJIA.

Program Activities

The program operates under three centers. The Center for Criminal Justice Data and Analytics collects,
analyzes, and disseminates statistical information on a variety of topics. The Center for Justice Research and
Evaluation focuses on program assessment and evaluations and produces publications that include key findings
and implications for policy and practice. The Center for Sponsored Research and Program Development works
with field experts to conduct research and program evaluation, refine program performance measures, and
identify promising practices for programs to replicate.

Goals

Four main functions of this program include conducting applied research and evaluation that examines critical
criminal justice topics; expanding the development, collection, analysis and dissemination of research and
statistical information; engaging experts in the field to inform practitioners and other partners to assist them in
their local efforts; and informing and advising on evidence-based and promising practices and identifying areas
of program development.

B. RECOMMENDED DESIGNATIONS

Victims of Crime Act: Multi-Victimization Program

Staff proposes adding a funding source for previously approved VOCA Multi-Victimization
Program designations in order to spend unused FFY18 funds that will otherwise lapse back to
the federal government unless spent by September 30, 2021.

At the March 12, 2020, Budget Committee meeting, the committee set aside $12 million in
available FFY19 VOCA funds to issue a notice of funding opportunity (NOFO) for Multi-
Victimization Programs. These programs seek to address the needs of victims who have
experienced multiple types of crime. Within communities, individuals may experience varied
crime types, including homicide, gun violence, intimate partner and domestic violence,
sexual violence, robbery, battery, or assault. In addition, individuals may be exposed to
violence in communities including witnessing violence in one’s home, school, workplace, or

community.

Twenty-three Multi-Victimization Programs were approved for funding at the November 19,

2020, and December 15, 2020, Budget Committee meetings. The periods of performance for
the programs are December 1, 2020, to November 30, 2021.

The FFY 18 VOCA award to ICJIA is due to expire on September 30, 2021, and will lapse
unspent funds by that date. In an effort to utilize all available funds and reduce lapses, staff
seeks to amend the grant agreements of the Multi-Victimization Programs to fund the

programs utilizing both VOCA FFY18 and FFY19 funds. To accomplish this, staff

recommends designating FFY 18 VOCA funds to the Multi-Victimization Programs for a
five-month period from May 1, 2021, through September 30, 2021, in lieu of FFY19 funds,
then resuming the use of FFY19 funds for the final two months of the program (see Period of
Performance spending timeline).

Because five months of FFY 18 funds will now be utilized to support the programs, staff
recommends reducing their current FFY19 designations by the same amounts that FFY18 is
now funding for the five-month period. The total VOCA grant designation amounts (FFY18
funds + FFY 19 funds) that the Budget Committee previously designated to the programs
does not change from the original FFY19-only designation amounts.

The $4,998,520 in reclaimed FFY19 funds will be set aside to fund additional Multi-
Victimization programs generated from the original NOFO. The revised FFY18 and FFY19
spending plan is illustrated in the chart below.

Lead Entities

At the June 18, 2020, Budget Committee meeting, the committee designated $47,700,000
in FFY 18 VOCA funds to the following entities to continue support for programs that
combat domestic violence, sexual abuse, and child abuse. Each program received funding
for a 12-month period of period. In an effort to utilize all available FFY 18 funds, staff
recommends designating an additional three months of funding to the programs to extend
their periods of performance from 12 months to 15 months. There will not be a

programmatic change with additional three months of programming.

At this time, we would also like to increase each of the Lead Entity designations by
$1,000,000 for the one-time purchase of equipment and supply items for the Lead Entity
Subgrantees. These increases would also be made with the lapsing FFY18 VOCA funds.
Items purchased will require prior approval from ICJIA and will be limited to the scope

of the VOCA funded program.

1. Services to Victims of Domestic Violence

Illinois Coalition Against Domestic Violence (ICADV): ICADV is a statewide
network of service providers that provides direct services to victims to alleviate
trauma and suffering resulting from domestic violence. The network provides
counseling, advocacy, outreach services, training, and other support to victims of
domestic violence in general and to child victims of domestic violence. Staff
recommends increasing the ICADV FFY 18 designation from $21.3 million to
$27,625,000.

2. Services to Victims of Sexual Assault

Illinois Coalition Against Sexual Assault (ICASA): ICASA is a statewide network of
service providers that provides direct services to victims to alleviate trauma and
suffering resulting from sexual assault. The network provides counseling, advocacy,
outreach services, training, and other support services to victims of sexual assault in
general and to underserved sexual assault victim populations. Staff recommends
increasing the ICASA FFY18 VOCA designation from $18,803,870 to $24,504,838.
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3. Child Advocacy Center Services

Children’s Advocacy Centers of Illinois (CACI): CACI is a statewide association of child
advocacy centers that provides direct services to child victims to alleviate trauma and
suffering resulting from child abuse. Staff recommends increasing the CACI FFY18
VOCA designation from $8.1 million to $11,125,000.
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
