What the New Justice Looks Like Mid Town Community Court in New Y ork City is an example of a
community which came together to address the quality of life in an urban neighborhood and created a
new way of providing justice. Representatives from this pioneering program will discuss the
opportunities, challenges, and benefits of a truly community-based court.

Planning for the New Justice A representative of the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice
Assistance (BJA) will discuss the Comprehensive Communities Program and the Statewide Community
Initiatives project which provide support to communities devel oping comprehensive strategic plans. An
official from the New Jersey Attorney General=s office will describe a new initiative the state is
undertaking to build capacity in 10 jurisdictions for community-based criminal justice strategic planning.

The View from Washington Participants in the Washington scene will provide their perspectives on
Congressional and federal initiatives and priorities.
