2004 Annual Report to the Governor and General Assembly

After brief opening remarks, the members discussed an early draft of the IIJIS Implementation Board’s 2004 Annual Report to the Governor and General Assembly. Several comments regarding the report’s format and content were reviewed for their incorporation into the final version. The members also decided that any appendix material would made available on the IIJIS website rather than included in the text of the report. 

IIJIS Administration

Mr. Boehmer reported that the IIJIS Administrative Rules, as amended during the inaugural Implementation Board meeting in August 2003, had been submitted to the Secretary of State for incorporation into the Illinois Administrative Code. Committee members were also made aware that Mr. Allen Nance would be the new chair of the IIJIS Technical Committee when Mr. Burgard transferred from CMS to his new position with the Illinois State Police, and since the IIJIS by-laws require that committee chairs sit on the Implementation Board.

In the light of the current federal emphasis on homeland security, Col. Bouche recommended adding representatives from the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA) and the Illinois Terrorism Task Force (ITTF) to the IIJIS Implementation Board. After some discussion, the members agreed that representatives from IEMA and ITTF were welcome but that it was not necessary to official amend the Board’s composition.

IIJIS Implementation Strategies 

The remainder of the meeting responded to the IIJIS Implementation Board meeting that took place on February 11th, and focused on the upcoming IJIS Institute site-visit and the need to develop standards as a fundamental building block to justice information systems integration initiatives. 

Committee members discussed the fact that they wanted four primary things from the IJIS Institute site-visit. First, the members requested that the Institute provide information on how to evaluate highly advanced and technical project proposals. Second, while the Board agreed to send the IIJIS Portal proposal back to the Technical Committee for further discussion, the members agreed that it would be beneficial for the Institute to provide information regarding the available technologies that aid in portal development. Third, committee members requested that the Institute comment on the I-CLEAR interface proposal. Finally, the committee members asked that the Institute discuss best practices with regard to Illinois’ potential implementation strategies. Mr. Myrent agreed to draft a written request to the IJIS Institute containing the committee’s concerns. 

The members also discussed the role of the Technical Committee and its responsibility to recommend standards. It was determined that the Technical Committee would return its focus on the development of standards that would aid county and state-wide integration efforts.
