Minutes

Call to Order and Roll Call

Review and Approval of Minutes of November 24, 2003 Meeting

The minutes were distributed in advance to the committee via e-mail.  The date of the Presentations Sub Committee meeting should read February 6th instead of February 7th.  With that change noted, Kim Donohue moved and Al Levin seconded the approval of the minutes.  The committee approved the minutes via voice vote.

12-Month Plan of Action Update
Clerk Brown distributed the 12-month Plan of Action update which included all action items identified by the full committee and subcommittees and target dates if assigned.  This list of action items was one of the deliverables the committee identified to be ready for inclusion in the April 1 report to the Governor and General Assembly.  Clerk Brown noted that as of the meeting date we had not received the format of the Board’s April 1 report.  

Membership of Outreach Committee

Two new members joined the committee as of this meeting.  Kim Donohue is from the Illinois State Police and David Clark represents the Illinois Appellate Prosecutor’s Association and the Illinois State’s Attorney’s Association.  Both had previously served on the IIJIS Planning Board Outreach Committee.  Clerk Brown reported on correspondence received from the Administrative Office of the Illinois Courts indicating that the non-voting liaisons appointed to the IIJIS Board have the responsibility to update the judiciary.  The planned outreach to the State’s Attorney association was satisfied by David Clark’s attendance and Kim Donohue of the Illinois State Police agreed to follow up with the Illinois Emergency Management Agency to seek a liaison for the committee.

Update from IIJIS Committees
IIJIS Technical Committee

Jim Hickey updated the Outreach Committee on the activities of the Technical Committee who met on January 16, 2004. One of the biggest breakthroughs of the committee’s work will be a common incident report.  David Clark remarked that I-CLEAR announcement paves the way for outreach efforts.  A copy of the I-CLEAR press release was distributed.  The Illinois Justice Network portal was discussed, as was the Justice XML Data Dictionary.  Two issues that need to be addressed in technical include the state AVN and Cook’s AVN being separate.

IIJIS Planning & Policy Committee

The Planning Committee met on January 14, 2004.  The committee created three workgroups to deal with homeland security: event; incident; and intelligence.  The Privacy subcommittee of Planning is compiling all of the mandates related to privacy concerns.  A recent meeting of the Global Committee of the Department of Justice used Illinois’ Privacy Sub Committee report.  

IIJIS Funding Committee

Kate Kirby is the Outreach Liaison to the Funding Committee.  They are scheduled to meet the first week of February.  

Sub Committee Reports

Presentations Sub Committee

Clerk Typer reported that the Presentations Sub Committee is scheduled to meet on Friday, February 6, 2004 at the Offices of Hon. Pamela McGuire, Clerk of the Circuit Court of Will County.  The report submitted at the November 24th meeting still stands.

Educational Materials Sub Committee

Kate Kirby submitted the written report from the Educational Materials Sub Committee.   The sub committee met on December 4, 2003 and January 13, 2004.  The Committee considered the proposed logo with the wording “Illinois Justice Network”.  A recommendation was made to un-italicize “Justice” and italicize “eNetwork” to emphasize the electronic nature of information sharing and movement.  Kate Kirby moved and David Clark seconded a motion to approve the logo with changes and recommend it to the full board.  The motion passed.  The amended logo as approved will be circulated to the Committee via e-mail.

David Clark recommended that a unified message about migrating toward a standard utilizing Justice XML be developed.  After discussion, David Clark moved and Kate Kirby seconded recommending that the IIJIS Technical Committee develop such a statement.

The Committee reviewed the draft tag line accompanying the logo lay out “Enhancing decision making in real-time through statewide information sharing.”  It was agreed that real-time was not appropriate at this time and variations on the tag line would be circulated via e-mail before the IIJIS Board meeting.

The updated power point will be circulated via e-mail for input before the IIJIS Board meeting.

The Committee reviewed the draft e-newsletter.  Bryant Payne was named editor and a request will go to the other Committee chairs to name a contributor for the newsletter.  It was agreed that quarterly distribution was adequate and that the IIJIS Board information on the newsletter needed to be updated to reflect the named officials.  The target issuance for the first e-newsletter is after the February board meeting inclusive of decisions made at that meeting.  The one-pager developed by Mickey Lombardo on state and nationwide integration efforts is to be included in the first newsletter.

Media Strategy Sub Committee

Kate Kirby presented a proposed IIJIS media strategic plan developed by the committee.  Discussion ensued regarding setting a corresponding timeline and also targeting funders for specific phases of the media plan.  A draft budget of media and educational materials was presented.  A recommendation was made to develop budgetary needs for the presentations committee, add in kind contributions already identified, and submit to the IIJIS project manager for consideration.  A recommendation was also made to refer identified budgetary needs and funding opportunities to the funding committee.  

Next Steps

Clerk Brown directed Laura Lane Ferguson to update the Marketing Plan as one of the deliverables to be completed in time for the Governor’s report.  The Outreach Committee report to the IIJIS February 11th board meeting needs to be completed for mailing the week of January 26, 2004.  The SEARCH Integrated Justice Symposium will be on March 22-24, 2004.  The next IIJIS Outreach Committee meeting will be February 24, 2004 at the office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Cook County.
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
