IIJIS Project: Research Questions Regarding 

State Justice Information Systems

1. Does the state justice information system (SJIS) contain offender-based case records?

2. Describe the types of offenders or other subjects your records pertain to.

3. What types of subject identifiers are used in the system to differentiate subjects? 

4. What types of criminal justice contacts, transaction results or statuses are recorded in the SJIS?

5. Describe the types and numbers of agencies that report information to the SJIS (both criminal justice and non-criminal justice), and the reporting schedule. Are these local jurisdictional agencies only, or do they include state and federal agencies as well?

6. How is that information reported or transmitted to the SJIS?

7. Is there a statutory requirement or other type of mandate for source agencies to transmit record information to the SJIS?

8. What persons and/or agencies have access to the case-record information?

9. Describe the types and numbers of external users of the SJIS (both criminal justice and non-criminal justice), and how often they access it. Which local, state, and federal agencies use the SJIS?

10. How is record information from the SJIS supplied to external users?

11. Does the SJIS transmit record information to, or receive record information from systems managed by other state agencies? Describe the purposes of those record sharing activities, and how they are accomplished.

12. What procedures does the SJIS follow to maximize the accuracy and completeness of its offender-based records?

13. What procedures does the SJIS follow to maximize the timeliness with which record information is supplied to users?

14. What problems does the SJIS have with users accessing your system when they need to?

15. Describe any pending or planned changes in the SJIS, and the reasons for those changes.

16. Describe the automation environment for the SJIS (types of computer hardware, operating system, database structure, etc.).
